Holy Water Font: Find the bowl! near the door where we dip our fingers to remember our
baptism.

The Baptismal Font: Look for the place where we use water to welcome new members
into God's family.

The Lectern (Ambo): Go to the special reading desk where we stand to hear stories from
the Bible.

The Altar: Find the most special table in the church where bread and wine are blessed.
The Crucifix: Look high above the altar for the cross that reminds us of Jesus’s love.

The Tabernacle: Search for the special box with a red light nearby, where Jesus is kept
safe.

The Reconciliation Space: Find the quiet corner or room where we go to say sorry and
receive forgiveness.

The Credence Table: Look for the small "helping table" that holds the chalice and other
items for Mass.

The Stations of the Cross: Follow the fourteen pictures on the wall that show Jesus's
journey on Good Friday.

The Pews: Find the long seats where the whole family of God sits together to pray.

The Celebrant's Chair: Look for the special chair in the sanctuary where the priest sits to
lead us.

The Paschal Candle: Find the giant candle with five red studs that is lit to show Jesus is
alive.
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
